1/2 part champagne
1/2 part Mango Juice
1 mango cubed

Ice Cubes

Mix together, serve in a champagne
flute

2L 7-Up

1 gallon frozen sherbet

Mix in punch bowl, serve in punch glass

1cup clear Bacardi

1/2 cup Meyers Dark Rum
1/4 Cup Malibu Rum

2 1/2 cups pineapple juice
2 1/2 cups orange juice

1/4 cup lime juice

3 Tablespoons Grenadine
Ice Cubes

Mix all ingredients except ice in large
punch bowl, pour over ice cubes into tall
glasses

1 part jack Daniels

1 part triple sec

1 part sweet and sour
2 parts Coke

Combine and pour over ice, serve in a
mason jar

8 cups ice cubes

4 cans frozen orange juice concentrate,
thawed. 6 ounces each.

2 pints orange sorbet

2 pints vanilla ice cream

2 cups orange flavored vodka

2 cups vanilla flavored vodka

Working in batches, blend in blender
until creamy. Freeze if not serving right
away. Pour into pitcher, serve in cocktail
glasses.

Combine equal parts pomegranate juice,
sparkling water and white grape juice.
Serve over ice with an orange wedge.
